Ancient Greece is important historically 

because many things in culture today, 

especially in modern Europe, have been 

influenced by the ideas of the ancient 

Greek civilisation. 

Life in ancient Greece - Ancient Greece was a warm, dry country.  Most people worked as farmers, fishermen or traders. 

Homes- Ancient Greek homes were usually built around a central courtyard. The walls were built from wood and mud 

bricks, with small windows.  Rich people decorated the walls with paintings and colourful tiles.  There were no bathrooms 

so people washed in public baths or streams. 

Family – Men made all the important decisions in ancient Greece.  Women were expected to look after the home and were 

taught home-making skills, such as cooking and weaving.
